
The Horizons program serves primarily Red 

Bank Public School students in grades K -8. 

Retaining the same students year after 

year is a priority. We create a diverse and 

gender -balanced learning environment 

of 12 students in each classroom. Candi-

dates are selected based on academic 

need, with two -thirds of students being at 

or below grade level and one -third per-

forming above grade level. Students are 

referred to Horizons by their teachers, 

social workers, guidance counselors and 

parents. The students come from low -

income households where they are eligi-

ble to receive free or reduced price 

lunches at school. 55% of students are 

Hispanic, 33% Black, 6% White and 6% 

Biracial.  Horizons is a six week academic, cultural and 

recreational summer enrichment program 

designed to encourage students from a diverse, 

low -income population to realize their full 

potential. Students are in grades K -8 and live 

primarily in the Red Bank, NJ area. The Horizons 

program emphasizes academics, the arts, 

intramural sports and swimming, as well as social 

growth. Horizons is committed to the development 

of the whole child through experiences that build 

problem solving skills, foster awareness of 

community responsibility, instill respect for oneself 

and others, and encourage a life long interest in 

learning.

In addition to Horizons at Rumson Country 

Day, there are currently 14 other schools 

operating Horizons programs across the 

United States. A team of researchers from 

Yale University studied the Horizons pro-

gram and concept and the results have 

been exciting. Studies to date have 

shown that after participating in Horizons, 

students demonstrate an increased inter-

est in school, consistent participation in 

regular academic programs during the 

year, and increased daily attendance 

rates at school. Students also improve 

their academic performance as seen in a 

3 to 5 point increase in their grades.

~Prevent summer decline in student per-

formance.  

~Improve school performance over time.  

~Improve social and interpersonal skills, 

teach responsibility and problem solving.
